c) Submission of a tender implies acceptance of all the terms and conditions set out in this
invitation to tender, in the specifications and in the draft contract and, where
appropriate, waiver of the tenderer's own general or specific terms and conditions.

* Any additional information including that referred to above will be sent
simultaneously to all candidates invited to tender.

- After the opening of tenders

 If clarification is required or if obvious clerical errors in the tender need to
be corrected, the contracting authority may contact the tenderer provided the
terms of the tender are not modified as a result.

* The contracting authority may negotiate with tenderers the offers they have
submitted, in order to adapt them to the requirements set out in the contract
notice, tender specifications or any additional document and in order to find
the tender offering best value for money. During negotiations equal
treatment of all tenderers will be ensured.

h) You will be informed whether or not your tender has been accepted.
