PRIVACY STATEMENT FOR DATA COLLECTED FROM
VISITORS TO THE CLEAN HYDROGEN JU

This privacy statement explains how the Clean Hydrogen Joint Undertaking (here after
referred to as Clean Hydrogen JU) uses the personal data you provide when accessing the
Clean Hydrogen JU premises, and the way we protect that data.

1. Context and Controller

As the Clean Hydrogen JU collects and further processes personal data, it is subject to Regulation
(EU) 2018/1725 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 23 October 2018 on the
protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data by the Union
institutions, bodies, offices and agencies and on the free movement of such data, and repealing
Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 and Decision No 1247/2002/EC.

The relevant processing operation is under the responsibility of the Executive Director of the Clean
Hydrogen Joint Undertaking, acting as the Controller.

2. What personal information do we collect, for what purpose and through which
technical means?

The aim in collecting and handling the data is to control access to the Clean Hydrogen JU building
and car park.
The data will be used only by the Clean Hydrogen JU in the course of its work to protect the
building and the people, property and information they contain, in line with the Security and safety
instructions in the White Atrium building, adopted by the Joint Undertakings having their seat on
these premises.
The data collected will be only:

e surname, forenames, and

e employer (if applicable),

e as well as information concerning the visit, such as the name of the official visited and the

date of visit

3. How do we protect and safeguard your information?

The personal data and all information collected related to the above-mentioned event is stored on
the servers of the Clean Hydrogen JU, the operations of which abide by the Clean Hydrogen JU’s
security decisions and provisions established for this kind of servers and services. This includes
the Common It Security Policy, implemented by the Clean Hydrogen JU, applying the security
measures described in the Commission Decision C(2006)3602 concerning the security of
information systems used by the European Commission, Implementing Rules for the Commission
Decision C(2006)3602, Standards on Information Systems Security, Complementary information
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systems security policy and control measures as applied to specific applications by respective
system owners

4. How long do we keep your data?
Your personal data is kept for 6 months.

5. What are your rights and how can you exercise them?

Access

In case you wish to access your personal information, you can contact the Clean Hydrogen JU
Data Protection Officer at Data-Protection@clean-hydrogen.europa.eu.

You may make a request to access the Clean Hydrogen JU Register of data processing operations,
in order to obtain more detailed information on how we treat and protect your personal data, in
accordance with Article 17 of Regulation (EU) 2018/1725.

Rectification
You can, if need be, rectify any inaccurate personal data throughout the entire selection process
by sending a written request to the above-mentioned email address.

Erasure

You may make a request for erasure of your personal data under the conditions laid down by
Acrticle 19 of Regulation (EU) 2018/1725.1n this case, you should send us a written request to the
same email address mentioned under section “Access”.

We will respond to your request without undue delay and at the latest within one month.

You could further request cancellation of your application and deletion of all linked personal data
by making use of the contact information mentioned above.

Restriction of processing

You may make a request for restricting the processing of your personal data under the conditions
laid down by Article 20 of Regulation (EU) 2018/1725 for the following reasons: you would like
to contest the accuracy of the personal data; you consider that the processing is unlawful and you
would oppose the erasure of the personal data and request the restriction of the use of the personal
data instead; when the Clean Hydrogen JU as controller no longer needs your personal data for the
purposes of the processing, but it is required by you as data subject for the establishment, exercise
or defence of legal claims; or when you have objected to processing pursuant to Article 23(1) of
Regulation (EU) 2018/1725, pending the verification of legitimate grounds.

In this case, you should send us a written request to the same email address mentioned under
section “Access”.

Right to data portability
You have the right to receive the personal data which you have provided to us in a structured,
commonly used and machine-readable format, and you may also request us to transmit this data to
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any other controller under the conditions of Article 22 of Regulation 201/1725. In this case, you
should send us a written request to the same email address mentioned under section “Access”.

Right to object

You may object at any time to processing of your personal data under the conditions laid down by
Article 23 of Regulation (EU) 2018/1725, on grounds relating to your particular situation. In this
case, you should send us a written request to the same email address mentioned under section
“Access”.

Right to withdraw consent
You have the right to withdraw your consent at any time by sending your request by email to Data-
Protection@clean-hydrogen.europa.eu.

6. Recourse
